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Drivers Daily Vehicle Check Guide

All drivers must conduct a walk round check of their vehicle at the beginning of each day/shift before leaving the depot. This is MANDATORY.

Each of the items listed on the Drivers Daily Vehicle Check and Defect Report must be checked. A tick () will indicate OK, a cross (X) will indicate a defect and any items that are not applicable will be marked N/A. If no defects are found then ‘Nil defects found:’ will be ticked (). If Defects are found then ‘Nil defects found:’ will be crossed (X)

It is the driver’s responsibility to report all defects immediately. Guidance on what to check for is given below:
