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Identify the: ACTIVITY. ENVIRONMENT.                     EQUIPMENT. 





2) Look for the:  HAZARDS





3) Indentify WHO and WHAT might be harmed and HOW.


E.g. Public, Staff, Property and Equipment.





4) Evaluate the RISK:


Considering the LIKELYHOOD & SEVERITY of the harm occurring, and considering any existing control measures.
